CAUTION ! Hazards:

A Rough roads and dirt roads

A Narrow rural roads without shoulders, poor
engineering

A One-lane bridges, blind curves, steep grades

A Large recreation vehicles, hunters, horses,
deer, black bears or other large wildlife may
suddenly appear

A Oncoming drivers may cross center line

A Steep drops, ditches, bridges and culverts
with NO guard rails

A Poor or no visibility due to severe winter or
monsoon weather 1 blizzards, heavy fog /
heavy rain

A Bad weather such as ice, snow and severe
wind storms

A Bicyclists, boulders, and trees (blow down)
may be on the roadway
